L. Lang. The planning for the �rst Hall of Fame banquet began in 2002. Dr. 
Harry Robinson Jr., President and CEO of the African American Museum, 
recommended Ms. Lang to serve in this role. She provided excellent 
leadership to launch the Hall of Fame recognition program and served 
in the role through 2007. She was instrumental in developing AAEAHP’s 
fundraising campaign and organizing the archives of documents and 
materials. Lang worked in the �elds of public service and education for more 
than 60 years and received numerous awards for her support of community 
causes. A graduate of Dallas ISD’s Lincoln High School, she received her 
bachelor’s degree from Bishop College in Marshall, TX, and earned a Master 
of Education from Texas Southern University. A Golden Soror of Delta Sigma 
Theta Sorority, Lang was married to the late Dr. Harold Wendell Lang Sr.
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Celebrating Dr. Alfred L. Roberts Sr.: 
Honoring 23 Years of Leadership Gratitude 
for a Legacy of Service to AAEAHP

With heartfelt appreciation, we extend our deepest thanks to Dr. Alfred L. Roberts Sr. for his extraordinary 23 years of 
service as president of the African American Education Archives and History Program. His unwavering commitment, 
visionary leadership, and passion for preserving the history of African American education have profoundly shaped 
our organization and enriched the community. Dr. Roberts’ dedication leaves an enduring legacy that will inspire 
generations to come.

Dr. Alfred L. Roberts, Sr., has devoted his life to the �eld of education, leaving an indelible mark on students, educators, 
and institutions. Born in Austin, Texas, he began his early education in Springs, Texas, before attending Emmett J. 
Scott High School in Somerville, where he completed grades 2-12. Remarkably, he graduated at the age of 16, having 
advanced past �rst and seventh grades.

He pursued higher education at Prairie View A&M University, earning a Bachelor of Science degree, followed by a 
Master’s and a Doctor of Philosophy in Educational Administration and Curriculum & Instruction from Texas A&M 
University. Notably, Dr. Roberts was the �rst African American to receive a doctoral degree from Texas A&M University in 
College Station, Texas.

From 1965 to 2003, Dr. Roberts served in various roles in the Dallas Independent School District (DISD), demonstrating a 
steadfast commitment to educational excellence. His journey began as a teacher at Benjamin Banneker High School in 
Seagoville, Texas, and Pearl C. Anderson Middle School. He later became principal at Fred Douglass Elementary, Roger 
Q. Mills Elementary, and the Paul L. Dunbar Elementary School Learning Center. His leadership extended to central 
of�ce positions, including Assistant Superintendent of Personnel, Deputy Assistant Superintendent for the East Oak 
Cliff Sub-District, Administrator for Elementary Schools, Executive Director of Elementary Schools, Executive Director of 
Safety and Crisis Management, and Executive Director of Alternative Certi�cation.

From 2003 to 2010, Dr. Roberts served as Chair of the Division of Education at Paul Quinn College, where he was later 
named Professor Emeritus. He also taught in Prairie View A&M University’s Graduate Extension Program in Dallas, 
further shaping future educators.

Beyond his work in education, Dr. Roberts has played a pivotal role in numerous civic and professional organizations. A 
leader in the National Alliance of Black School Educators (NABSE), he served as national president, was inducted into its 
Hall of Fame, and contributed as a foundation board member. He was also instrumental in founding the Texas Alliance 
of Black School Educators (TABSE), where he served as treasurer, and was a tri-founder and �rst president of the Dallas 
Regional Alliance of Black School Educators.

His community leadership extends to organizations such as the Inner-City Community Development Corporation 
(ICDC), where he was the �rst president and a founding member. He also founded and served as the �rst president of 
the South Blvd./Park Row Historic District Neighborhood Association. Additionally, he has been recognized with the A. 
Maceo Smith Community Service Award from the African American Museum and has played key roles in organizations 
such as the Coalition for an Accountable System of Education (CASE), Clean South Dallas, and Leadership Dallas.

An active member of St. Luke “Community” United Methodist Church, Dr. Roberts has 
served on the Staff Pastor Parish Relations Committee (SPPRC), as president of the 

United Methodist Men, and in leadership roles at the district and conference 
levels. Under his guidance, the Million Dollar Male Chorus was formed, 

further enriching the church community.

In 2002, Dr. Roberts played a crucial role in launching the African 
American Education Archives and History Program (AAEAHP) and 

continues to serve as President Emeritus. Under his leadership, 
the organization has inducted 193 educators into its Hall of Fame 
and recorded over 160 oral histories. Looking to the future, Dr. 
Roberts envisions leveraging technology to make this wealth of 
information accessible to students, parents, and the broader 
community.

Through his unwavering dedication, Dr. Alfred L. Roberts, Sr., 
has shaped the landscape of education, uplifted countless 
individuals, and cemented his legacy as a champion of 
learning and community empowerment.

Education Hall of Fame Inductees

Michelle Lillie Briscoe is an educator with a diverse career spanning 
over 20 years.  After earning a degree in Russian, Michelle taught 
in the Dallas Independent School District for 17 years, specializing 
in language and leadership innovation.  She developed the Dallas 
ISD’s �rst elementary and middle school Russian program as a 
distance learning specialist and was distinguished as a Lone Star 
Emmy recipient. Later, as Dean of Administration/Vice Principal at 
A.W. Brown Fellowship Leadership Academy, she served as Director 
of Character Education. Michelle provided innovative and creative 
culturally responsive leadership for over 2200 students.  She created 
an after-school reading program and developed a ground-breaking 
array of courses that enhanced the middle school curriculum.

Armond W. Brown is the product of a Christian home where love and 
respect for oneself and others was fundamental. Those early values 
profoundly impacted his decision to later adopt a worldview that 
emphasizes proactivity and service to others. After graduating from 
Bishop College (Dallas) in 1976 with a B.A. in Religion and Philosophy, 
he married his college sweetheart (Paula). Together they have two 
accomplished children. This began the embarkation on a 50-year 
mission to bring universal understanding and peace. Along the way, 
he pastored four churches, organized a Stellar Award nominated 
recording choir, DFW Mass, and in 2000 founded an open enrollment 
charter school that equipped and inspired thousands of students to 
pursue excellence.

Ned Green began his educational journey with a band scholarship to 
Bishop College, later earning a Master’s Degree and Administrative 
Certi�cate from North Texas State University. He taught on the Navajo 
Indian Reservation from 1963-1968, then spent 37 years with the Dallas 
Independent School District, serving as teacher and administrator, 
including principal at William Brown Miller Elementary School until 
his retirement in 2020. Beyond education, Ned was active at Carver 
Heights Baptist Church as Deacon, Church School Director, Usher 
Board president, and honored as Man of the Year in 1996. Above all, he 
cherished his daughters Natalie and Camille, his grandchildren, and a 
great granddaughter.

Wanda Huckaby acknowledged and embraced her call to serve 
for over 45 years in different educational and community service 
capacities. Her service began as a math teacher and quickly moved 
to an elementary school counselor, where she motivated students to 
be high achievers. Her next phase of service began in the following 
areas: School Administrator, Senior Director of a Charter School, 
and Texas Education Agency Lead Professional Service Provider for 
Region 10. During her tenure, numerous previously underperforming 
schools improved their performance on state assessments and have 
sustained or further enhanced these higher achievement ratings.  She 
continues to mentor and coach Campus Administrators and Teachers 
who positively impact children’s lives.

Dr. Maude A. Small graduated from Booker T. Washington HS as 
Salutatorian in 1950 and received a scholarship to Wiley College from 
Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority. Small graduated Summa Cum Laude 
in Mathematics.  She taught at Madison HS, Sequoyah Junior HS, 
John Henry Brown Elementary and was Math Division Chair at Pearl

She employed diverse teaching strategies to accommodate different learning 
styles, ensuring that all her students felt valued and capable of achieving their 
goals. Now her priority is community service as a Diamond Life member of Delta 
Sigma Theta Sorority, Inc., and Southwest Past Regional Director of the National 
Pan-Hellenic Council, Inc. She has turned a traumatic, life-changing experience into 
a tale of faith, hope, service, and accomplishment.  Candace serves on the City of 
Dallas Commission on Disabilities, District 3. Wicks earned her Doctorate in Biblical 
Exposition from Andersonville Theological Seminary in Camilla, Georgia. 

Marian A. Willard spent 48 years as an educator, including 43 years dedicated 
to the Dallas Independent School District.  She began her career as a teacher in 
Ysleta Independent School District in El Paso, Texas, then later moved to Dallas and 
continued her career as a Physical Education teacher and coach.  She began her 
college career at Tyler Junior College and continued her studies at East Texas A&M 
University (formerly East Texas State University) where she received a Bachelor 
of Science Degree.  She later earned a Master of Science Degree in Physical 
Education, Health, and Dance.  Marian retired as principal of the Great James 
Madison High School. Marian is a life member of Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority.

A phenomenal educational leader and trailblazer hailing from Orange, Texas. Dr. 
George Woodrow, Jr. served 33 years as principal of �ve schools and worked in 
the central of�ce for Dallas ISD.  An alumnus of the University of North Texas, he 
taught graduate courses in educational leadership for two decades. Woodrow 
authored and published three education books. One is a university textbook, 
The Pyramid Approach. He is the �rst Black assistant superintendent hired in 
Hinesville, Georgia; the �rst Black city councilman elected in Sunnyvale, Texas; 
the �rst Black quarterback at Kilgore College and UNT; and he is the �rst Black 
quarterback in Texas Junior College history. Woodrow was inducted into the 
Kilgore College Football Hall of Fame.

Helen Giddidings is a passionate advocate for equal education 
opportunities. She authored legislation creating the “Read to Succeed 
Program,” including a child-designed license plate bene�ting Texas 
school libraries. She passed laws prohibiting 5-year-olds from being 
placed in alternative education and banning alcohol-related businesses 
near schools. Giddings championed a law requiring Texas high schoolers 
to receive CPR training, earning the “Heart of Honor” award from 
the American Heart Association. She founded the Academic Bridge 
Program at UT Dallas, supporting college access for underserved 
students. Her efforts resulted in increased funding for TSU and PVAM. 
The Helen Giddings Grant at TSU has supported over 7,000 students.

Eddie Bernice Johnson, born December 3, 1934, in Waco, TX. Attended 
St. Mary’s College & Southern Methodist University. Married Lacy 
Kirk Johnson. Has one son, Dawrence Kirk Johnson. Throughout her 
distinguished career, Congresswoman Johnson shattered numerous 
glass ceilings beginning her career in healthcare where she became 
the �rst female African American Chief Psychiatric Nurse at Dallas’ VA 
Hospital. She was the �rst African American woman elected to any seat 
in Dallas and the �rst African American Dallasite to serve in Congress. 
She continued to have �rsts as she entered politics where she served in 
the U.S. House for almost 30 years, retiring in 2023. 

Emma Rodgers is an award-winning bookseller who pioneered the 
blueprint for black bookstores in DFW. She laid the foundation for 
marketing and promoting books by emerging authors, helping to 
advance their careers. Emma curated collections of black books for 
schools, churches, and families to enrich their libraries. She continues 
to advise individuals and organizations on launching book clubs for 
youth and diverse groups. Additionally, Emma mentors niche bookstore 
startups and new voices in the industry. Her passion for reading will 
be remembered through various awards, a DISD library, a learning 
laboratory at BATC, a scholarship at TSU, the YouTube Storytime at 
Bedtime series, and in published books, such as “Prose to the People.”

Key Components And Initiatives

Established in 2002, the African American Education Archives and History Program (AAEAHP) emerged from 

a partnership between dedicated local educators and the African American Museum. AAEAHP’s mission is to 

raise awareness of the African American educational experience in Dallas County by collecting and preserving 

archives, recognizing outstanding individuals, supporting students and young educators.

Preserving the rich tapestry of African American educational history is vital for future generations. By 

examining the challenges and achievements of educators, students, and the broader community, we gain 

valuable lessons that inform and inspire progress today. Guided by Dr. Alfred L. Roberts, Sr., and shaped through 

collaboration with Dr. Harry Robinson, Jr., Dr. Jesse J. McNeil, Jr., and many other passionate individuals, 

AAEAHP continues to honor this important legacy.

Educators Hall of Fame
Our Hall of Fame pays tribute to 193 outstanding 
individuals who have made signi�cant contributions 
to African American education in Dallas County, 
alongside 42 recipients of special awards. A collection 
of photos and bios can be viewed at the African 
American Museum Dallas at 3536 Grand Avenue, 
Dallas.

Oral History 
Through cataloging 193 interviews, our Oral History 
Project captures the voices and stories that de�ne 
our community. Supported by Humanities Texas, we 
have conducted 34 civil rights interviews, preserving 
�rsthand accounts for generations to come.

Archives and History
The AAEAHP has received 63 archival collections, 
with 31 fully processed and accompanied by 
comprehensive �nding aids, ensuring that these 
invaluable resources are accessible to researchers and 
the public.

Dr. Alfred L. Roberts, Sr. Scholarship Program
Since 2015, the scholarship program has awarded 
$90,000 to high school seniors aspiring to careers in 
education, investing in the next generation of leaders 
and change-makers.

Sankofa Children’s Center at  
the African American Museum
Opening its doors in Fall 2023, the Sankofa Children’s 
Center offers hands-on, living history experiences 
for Pre-K through Third Grade students, supporting 

the Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills standards 
and fostering a love for African American history and 
culture. 

Teach Project
The Teach Project encourages students to explore 
careers in education, offering insights into the 
profession and emphasizing its foundational role 
in society with the motto: “Teachers make all other 
professions possible!”

Innovative Programs in Development
AAEAHP is actively developing new programs, 
including a Social Justice initiative to address 
contemporary issues and a Digital Interactive Wall/
Multi-Media Project to enhance engagement and 
learning. We are also developing also educational 
materials and curriculum resources to weave African 
American history and culture into classrooms, 
bene�ting students, families, and the wider 
community.

AAEAHP remains dedicated to advancing its mission 
and expanding its capacity to make the history of 
African American education accessible to students, 
parents, and the broader public. We honor the 
educators and individuals who have shaped our 
community, striving to preserve and share their  
stories for the enrichment of Dallas County’s 
educational legacy.
